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St Edmund’s & St Thomas’ Primary School Pupil Premium Report Sept 2015 - 16

What is the Pupil Premium?

Schools receive Pupil Premium funding from the Government to help address inequalities in pupil achievement and opportunity. The Government believes that the Pupil Premium, which is additional to main school funding, is the best way of ensuring that funding to tackle disadvantage reaches the pupils who need it most. The amount of funding that each school receives is based on:
• The number of pupils who are currently eligible for Free School Meals
• Children who have been looked after continuously for more than six months
• The number of pupils who have ever been eligible to receive Free School Meals over the
previous six years.

Schools have the freedom to spend the Pupil Premium in a way they think will best support the raising of attainment for the most vulnerable pupils. They are held accountable for how they have used the additional funding to support pupils from low-income families.

Which of our pupils attract Pupil Premium funding and how well are they doing?

This analysis focuses on the pupils on roll Sept 2015– July 2016 who met the Pupil Premium criteria. 
We expect that the attendance and rate of progress for this group will be at least in line with their peers, and where there has been underachievement, in the past, the gap will close. It is our shared ambition that as a result of high quality first teaching and effectively targeted support, all our pupils will achieve at least as well as all pupils nationally by the end of KS2.

KS2 Pupil Premium Results – 12 Pupil Premium children in a cohort of 41 children:

· 42% of our Pupil Premium Children achieved the expected standard or above in Maths (National non-pupil premium is 75%)
· 42% of our Pupil Premium Children achieved the expected standard or above in Reading (National non-pupil premium is 71%)
· 67% of our Pupil Premium Children achieved o the expected standard or higher in Writing (National non-pupil premium is 79%)
· 33% of our Pupil Premium Children achieved the expected standard or higher in Mathematics, Reading and Writing (National non-pupil premium is 60%)
· 50% of our Pupil Premium Children achieved the expected standard or higher in the English, Grammar, Punctuation & Spelling test (National non-pupil premium is 78%)



KS2 Pupil Premium Progress
This is in comparison with the national figure for non- disadvantaged pupils which is 0
• KS1-2 in Maths = -4.54
• KS1-2 in Reading = -3.78
• KS1-2 in Writing = -2.54

KS1 Pupil Premium Results – 7 Pupil Premium children in a cohort of 42 children:

· 57% of our Pupil Premium Children achieved the expected standard or above in Maths (National non-pupil premium is 77%)
· 71% of our Pupil Premium Children achieved the expected standard or above in Reading (National non-pupil premium is 78%)
· 43% of our Pupil Premium Children achieved o the expected standard or higher in Writing (National non-pupil premium is 70%)
Year 1 - 4 Pupil Premium children in a cohort of 45 children:
· 25% of our Pupil Premium Children achieved the expected standard or higher in the Year 1 Phonics test (National non-pupil premium is 70%)

How has the funding been allocated?
The funding has been spent in the following areas:
• Additional Teachers to provide small group and 1:1 catch up and intervention teaching
• Additional TA support 
• Counselling service for targeted pupils to support emotional needs, engage pupils and improve attendance
• Contribution towards costs of after school activities, school trips & visits
• Curriculum enriched through theatre experiences, visiting speakers etc.

Planned spending for 2016/17

· Develop a philosophy and programme of ‘Enterprise Days’ 
· Additional Teachers to support targeted groups 
· Targeted small group and 1:1 catch up and intervention teaching 
· 1:1 tuition

· Counselling service for targeted pupils to support emotional needs, engage pupils and improve attendance
· Contribution towards costs of after school activities, school trips & visits
